CODE OF CONDUCT – Parents and Guardians 
A code of conduct for Parents and Guardians at our LLTSC ensures a safe, inclusive, respectful and enjoyable environment. 
1. General Standards of Behaviour
· Respect & Courtesy: Treat all players, coaches, officials, staff, and other parents with respect, regardless of ability, age, gender, or background.
· Positive Role Modelling: Set a positive example through your behaviour, language, and attitude, recognising that children learn from adults around them.
· Supportive Environment: Encourage all players, not just your own child and be welcoming to new members and families.
· Prohibited Conduct: Abusive language, swearing, intimidating behaviour, or any form of aggression (verbal or physical) is strictly unacceptable.
2. Supporting your Child in Sport
· Encouragement Over Pressure: Support your child to enjoy participation, effort, and improvement rather than focusing solely on winning.
· Respect Coaching: Allow coaches to coach. Do not interrupt sessions or contradict coaching instructions during play.
· Fair Play: Encourage honesty, respect for opponents, and good sportsmanship at all times.
· Sideline Behaviour: Applaud effort from all players and avoid negative comments, criticism, or shouting instructions during matches.
3. On-Court & Viewing Etiquette
· Match Respect: Do not interfere with play, including line calls or scoring, unless asked by an official or agreed beforehand.
· Appropriate Viewing: Watch from designated areas and avoid distracting players.
· Movement Around Courts: Do not walk behind a court during rallies; wait for a suitable break in play.
· Noise Levels: Keep noise and conversation to a minimum during points and near active courts.
3. Facilities & Safety
Supervision: Ensure children are appropriately supervised before and after sessions where required.
Punctuality: Bring children on time and collect them promptly at the end of sessions.
Clothing & Equipment: Ensure your child has suitable sportswear, footwear, and any required equipment.
Respect Facilities: Help keep the club clean and tidy by removing rubbish and encouraging children to do the same.
Mobile Phones: Use devices considerately and avoid disruption during play.
4. Safeguarding & Reporting
· Welfare: Parents/guardians have a responsibility to report any safeguarding concerns regarding children or "adults at risk" to the club Welfare Officer.
· Complaints: Any concerns regarding coaching, behaviour, or club matters should be directed to the Welfare Officer and/or Club Manager, preferably in writing.
· Sanctions: Breaches of the code may result in a formal warning, suspension, or expulsion from the club
